Detailed Maintenance Plan
Maintenance of this project – which will occur almost entirely within the public right-of-way – will be done incidental to routine roadway maintenance by both Louisville Metro and KYTC.

Within the Louisville Metro roadway network all pavements are inventoried and classified as an arterial, collector or local street.  Every three years a windshield survey is conducted and a surface condition rating is assigned to each road.  The surface condition rating is based on the severity of six different types of distresses which cause the pavement to deteriorate. As part of the survey, pavement markings and roadside structures are evaluated for upgrade and repair.  The pavement condition data is stored in a database and used to model various rehabilitation strategies.  Many factors such as pavement data, traffic volumes, development projects, citizen requests and funding availability are considered in determining which roads are programmed for improvement each year.  In general, arterial roads receive significant rehabilitation every 8 to 10 years, collector roads every 12 to 15 years and local roads 20 to 25 years.  

Louisville Metro performs a similar inventory and rating of sidewalks for rehabilitation within its service area.  Condition surveys are conducted at this time based upon citizen requests.  Likewise, many factors such as ADA compliance, development projects, citizen requests and funding availability are considered in determining which sidewalks are programmed for improvement each year.  In general, sidewalks receive significant rehabilitation every 20 to 25 years.
