LMPD – 5th Division News

On January 2, 2011 Major Steve Green became the new Commander of the Fifth Division.  Major Green joined the Jefferson County Police Department as a cadet on November 16, 1978.  

In 1981, he was assigned to the Emergency Medical Services where he served as an EMS 

Technician until becoming a sworn JCPD officer in 1987.  As an officer, Major Green 

worked in the former Adam, Baker and Charlie Districts and in the Burglary Unit as a 

detective.   He served as a commander in the Burglary Unit and the Major Case Unit.
